The last ISIRV meeting on this topic - Immune Correlates of Protection against Influenza: Challenges for Licensure of Seasonal and 

Pandemic Influenza Vaccines - was held in 2010 in Florida, USA. This conference builds on the idea and takes it further. It will serve 

to launch a new ISIRV influenza vaccines group and is the first in a planned series of meetings on this topic. 
 

As next generation influenza vaccine technologies are developed and undergo clinical evaluation, new immunological assays and 

immune correlates of protection will be needed to estimate the immunogenicity and protective efficacy of these vaccines. This 

conference aims to bring together scientists from academia, industry and government public health, standardisation and 

regulatory agencies that develop and evaluate seasonal and pandemic influenza vaccines with the following objectives: 

 to identify the most relevant immunological assays needed for evaluation of next-generation influenza vaccines 

 to discuss the path forward for development, harmonization and standardization of new assays 

 to develop strategies to investigate the immune correlates of protection for next-generation vaccines
